This plan failed when the Elves became aware of him and took off their Rings. Sauron then launched a war during which he captured sixteen
and distributed them to lords and kings of Dwarves and Men; these Rings were known as the Seven and Nine respectively. The Dwarf-lords proved too tough to be enslaved, although their natural desire for wealth, especially gold, increased; this brought more conflict between them and other races, and fed a dangerous greed. The Men who received
the Nine rings were slowly corrupted over time and eventually became the NazgA»Al, Sauron's most feared servants. The Three Rings Sauron failed to capture, and remained in the possession of the Elves (who forged these independently). The war ended as Men of the island-kingdom of NA2Amenor helped the besieged Elves, and Sauron's forces
were practically destroyed. At this time he still held most of Middle-earth, excluding the coasts, Imladris (Rivendell) and the Gulf of Lune. A map of NA2Amenor (called Andor by the Elves) Over 1500 years later, word reached the King of NA2Amenor, Ar-PharazA "An, that Sauron had claimed the title "King of Men". This provoked Ar-PharazA An and

Hobbit, set 60 years before the events in The Lord of the Rings, Tolkien relates the story of the seemingly accidental finding of the Ring by another hobbit, Bilbo Baggins, who takes it to his home, Bag End. Story-externally, the tale related in The Hobbit was written before The Lord of the Rings, and it was only later that the author developed Bilbo's
magic ring into the "One Ring." Neither Bilbo nor the wizard, Gandalf, are aware at this point that Bilbo's magic ring is the One Ring, forged by the Dark Lord Sauron. However, everything was not over, because Saruman
managed to escape and scour the Shire before being overthrown. In the end, Frodo remained wounded in body and spirit and went west accompanied by Bilbo on the Sea to Valinor, where he could find peace. According to the Tolkien timeline, the events represented in history occurred between Bilbo's announcement of his birthday party of 22
September 3001, and Sam's return to Bag End on 6 October 3021. Most of the events represented in history occur in TA 3018 and TA 3019, with Frodo leaving Bag End on September 23, 3018, and the destruction of the ring six months later on March 25, 3019. [9] The Hobbit's popularity led to the demands of its editors for more stories about Hobbits and leprechauns, and so the same year Tolkien began to write what would become The Lord of the Rings - not to
end up until 12 years later in 1949, not to be fully published until 1955, by which Tolkien would be 63 years old. Tolkien did not intend to write a sequel to The Hobbit, and instead wrote several other children's tales like Roverandom. As his main work, Tolkien began to sketch the story of Arda, telling stories of the Silmarils, and many other stories
forming the vast background to the Lord of the Rings and the Third Age. Tolkien, moreover, did not particularly like the
title of the king's return, believing that he gave the story too much. He had originally suggested the ring war, which was fired by his editors. [15] The dust jacket of the 1968 UK edition, the books were published under a "participation in profits" agreement, whereby Tolkien would not receive a breakthrough or royalties until the books had been
broken even, after which he would take much of the winnings. An index of the entire set of 3 volumes was promised at the end of the third volume in the first volume. New York Times reviewer Judith Shulevitz criticized the "pedantry" of Tolkien's literary style, saying that he "formulated a high-minded belief in the importance of his mission as a
literary preservationist, which turns out to be death to literature itself." [23] Critic Richard Jenkyns, writing in The New Republic, criticized a perceived lack of psychological depth. Both the characters and the work itself are, according to Jenkyns, "anemic, and lacking in fiber."[24] Even within Tolkien's social group, The Inklings, reviews were mixed.
Hugo Dyson was famously recorded as saying, during one of Tolkien's readings to the group, "Oh no! Not another fucking elf!"[25] However, another Inkling, C.S. Lewis, had very different feelings, writing, "here are beauties which pierce like swords or burn like cold iron. Here is a book which will break your heart." Several other authors in the genre,
however, seemed to agree more with Dyson than Lewis. Science-fiction author David Brin criticized the books for what he perceived to be their unquestioning devotion to a traditional elitist social structure, their positive depiction of the slaughter of the opposing forces, and their romantic backward-looking worldview.[26] Michael Moorcock, another
famous science fiction and fantasy author, is also a fervent detractor of The Lord of the Rings. In his essay, "Epic Pooh," he equates Tolkien's work to Winnie-the-Pooh and criticizes it and similar works for their perceived Merry England point of view.[27] Incidentally, Moorcock met both Tolkien and Lewis in his teens and claims to have liked them
personally, even though he does not admire them on artistic grounds. In 1955 and 1956, the British Broadcasting Company (BBC) broadcast The Lord of the Rings, a 12-part radio adaptation of
the story, of which no recording has survived. A 1979 dramatization of The Lord of the Rings was broadcast in the United States and subsequently issued on tape and CD. In 1981 the BBC broadcast, The Lord of the Rings, a new dramatization in 26 half-hour installments. Three film adaptations have been made. The first was J. R. R. Tolkien's The Lord
of the Rings (1978), by animator Ralph Bakshi, the first part of what was originally intended to be a two-part adaptation of the story (hence its original title, The Lord of the Rings Part 1). It covers The Fellowship of the Ring and part of The Two Towers. The second, The Return of the King (1980), was an animated television special by Rankin-Bass,
who had produced a similar version of The Hobbit (1977). The third was director Peter Jackson's live action The Lord of the Rings film trilogy, produced by New Line Cinema and released in three installments as The Lord of the Rings: The Fellowship of the Ring (2001), The Lord of the Rings: The Two Towers (2002), and The Lord of the Rings: The
Return of the King (2003). The live-action film trilogy has done much in particular to bring the book into the public consciousness.[8] There have been four stage productions based on the book.
